FROM THE NORTH

(Via Garden State Parkway)  Take Exit 165, after toll follow signs for Ridgewood.  Turn right (west) on Ridgewood Road, then right onto Ridgewood Avenue (crossing over Route 17) and continue to Paramus Road.  Turn left onto Paramus Road and continue approximately 2 miles to college, proceed around jug handle to main entrance.

(Via Route 17)  Turn right off Route 17 onto Ridgewood Avenue (west) to Paramus Road.  Turn left onto Paramus Road and continue as above.

FROM THE SOUTH
(Via Garden State Parkway)  Take Exit 160.  Turn left at the light.  Continue on Paramus Road for about 2 miles to college entrance on the right.

(Via Route 17) Take the Century Road/Fair Lawn exit.  Proceed around clover leaf over 17 and bear left onto Century Road.  Continue to Paramus Road traffic light and turn right onto Paramus Road.  Proceed about a mile to the college entrance on the right.
(Via Turnpike)  Take the Tpk. North to exit 18W to 80 West to Route 17 North (Exit 64A).  Follow directions above via Route 17.

FROM THE EAST
(Via George Washington Bridge from New York City).  Take Route 4 West into Paramus,  pass the Route 17 and Parkway exits and take the exit for Paramus Rd. North.  Bear right onto Paramus Road and proceed north through one traffic light and at the second light is the college entrance on the right.
FROM THE WEST
Take 287 North to Route 208 South to Route 4 East.  Follow signs for Route 4 East and shortly after, get over to the right to exit onto Route 17 North.  Merge onto Route 17 North.  Take the Century Road/Fair Lawn exit.  Proceed around clover leaf over 17 and bear right onto Century Road.  Continue to Paramus Road traffic light and turn right onto Paramus Road.  Proceed about a mile to the college entrance on the right.

BY BUS
Regular bus service is provided to the Bergen Community College Campus.  There are three routes, the B-10 and the B-24 operated by the Bergen County Division of Transportation, and the B-18 operated by New Jersey Transit, which makes stops on the campus.  The New Jersey Transit 163 makes hourly stops at the main entrance to the college throughout most of the day.  For schedules contact the Bergen County Transit Information Center at 201-488-0840
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PARKING:   Once on the Bergen Community College grounds, stay right and follow signs to Parking Lot G (listed as F on map).  Make a left into Parking Lot G.   Parking is in front of our free-standing white building with three flags.  
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
